5. Consent Agenda and Written Updates  -  Agreements and Pending Old Business:

-Air Quality report for the 4th quarter 2003 (SLP, El Paso & Juárez)

B.  Cd. Juárez Children’s Respiratory Health Study (45 minutes)

-A recently completed 5 year study on children’s health related to air pollution reported on morbidity and mortality focusing on the Cd. Juárez infant population. This study observed significant associations between outdoor ambient ozone levels and respiratory related hospital emergency visits by children.

C.   Cd. Juárez Children’s Diesel Vehicle Respiratory Health Study 


(45 minutes)

-A current respiratory health study has been observing the association between outdoor air quality, diesel vehicle exhaust, and children’s respiratory health.  A discussion on the methodology and study results will be provided.

D. Cd. Juárez Vehicle Verification (VV)Program (15 minutes)

- Beginning January 2004, the Cd. Juárez Vehicle Verification program initiated a more stringent enforcement stage.  Fines are no longer waived for environmental infractions such as lack of an inspection sticker or smoking vehicles.  An update on the VV program will be provided. 

E.  Cd. Juárez PM10 Monitoring Network (10 minutes)

-Cd. Juárez has expanded the PM10 monitoring network!!  An update on the expanded network as well as donated supplies by New Mexico and Texas will be provided.

F. Cd. Juárez Brickmaking Industrial Complex (10 minutes)

-On November 28, 2003, the Cd. Juárez Ecology Department inaugurated a Brickmaking Industrial Complex in the southside of Juárez.  At this site brickmakers will have an opportunity to operate the very low polluting brickkilns which are proven to reduce total emissions by over 80%.  An update on the development of the complex will be provided.
