Update and Follow-up of the Air Quality Management Program for Juarez (PROAIRE)

The Air Quality Management Program for Juarez or PROAIRE, is a plan of 40 strategic actions for the period 1998-2002, proposed to reduce the air pollution levels in the Municipality of Juarez. Although this program is federally mandated for major cities in Mexico, the case in Juarez featured  strong “bottom-up” participation,  where the local community and the binational groups like the Paso del Norte Air Quality Task Force have taken a major role.

After five years from its inception and being the first plan of its kind for Juarez, actions have been taken to update and follow up this strategic program.

Up to date important projects previously identified and new ones to be included in the new PROAIRE 2002-2005 are:

1. Develop a detailed Emissions Inventory (the most recent EI for Juarez is from 1996).

2. Reinforce the vehicle inspection & maintenance program.

3. Enforcement of the Mexican legislation on emissions for used vehicles imported into  Juarez

4. Extend the air quality monitoring network to new zones not covered and to include  a wider range of pollutants.

5. Reinforce the QA/QC of data generated by the CAMS and NCAMS

6. Financing of PROAIRE via a fund generated from gasoline related fees.
