Several items have been discussed to address brickmakers. In a  2 strategies developed. 1 scientific 2 poicy level. 1) designed a workplan w/ social and academeic parties involved w/ brickmakers to design a kiln w/ a minimum of emissions 2. Address an issue re; information availability. W/ the principal actors most important being the env. Groups. Uacj coordinated desing of the prototype. Doesn't deal w/ reinveinting the wheel. Most ly eals w/ working w/ dynamics of participation of the brickmakers.  First meeting included 20 brickmakers mostly interested in improving current designs to minimize emissions. Will construct plans based on recommendations and w/ femap to build a prototype kiln. Will test for emissions.  From CR procurement of funds: 3 areas. 1) w/ the teamfrom aV recopulae daata 2) from the prototype construct it and conuct emissions tests.  CR will procure funds to evaluate emissions.  Re emissions and construction costs as well as emission factors that could be theh efficient desing kiln .  2)  w/ te information of politics as well as technical the jac w/ all interested parties, (construction, agencies-edo, municipio;  there will be a workshop to intetrated, guided so that semarnap can pass this to he different states.  3) w/ financial fiscal workgroup re: relocation of the kilns another opportunity to provide funds to build more kilns evaluation, workshop, conversion.  Nunez, one of the aspects considered is long term relocation of the kilns that has been proposed as an objectie activityto move the people into a neighborhood that is amenable to the construction of these kilns.  Lara,  interesting issue, no contact w/ nmsu or robert marquez.   This is our heart, soul, effort finds it quite appalling that he hasn't been informed.
